2. Finance Committee Report
Chairman Carr provided an update on the current financial plan and presented drafts of a 10-Year Financial Plan.  Mr. Carr discussed three 10-Year Financial Plan scenarios that incorporate the reduced revenue projections.
Chairman Carr also discussed the revenue projection and impacts of the SCHIP Tax and Prop 1D.  If the new cigarette tax and the legislation on Prop 1D both pass, the revenue coming into the County will be dramatically reduced.

3. Preschool for All Demonstration Project
Executive Director Spiegel provided a brief historical overview of the Preschool for All Demonstration Project (PFA).  Previous Commission action approved $30 million for a five-year PFA Demonstration Project and designated the San Diego County Office of Education (SDCOE) as the lead entity.
Denise Meek, SDCOE, provided an FY 2008-09 Fact Sheet and written information on the PFA Guiding Principles.  Ms. Meek said that since its implementation, the project has served 2,891 children in 26 preschools, 74 physical locations, and 213 preschool sessions.  A video presentation of the PFA Demonstration Project that detailed the highlights of its accomplishments mid way through the five-year project period was shown.
The Commission discussed the Preschool for All Demonstration Project and asked Mrs. Meek to report back at the next Commission meeting on four specific questions.
